a.  He was found unfit for duty due to physical disqualification, applied for transfer to the Retired Reserve Section, was honorably discharged from the New Mexico Air National Guard on 9 December 2000, and was transferred to the Air Reserve Personnel Center, Non-Affiliated Reserve Section (NARS), effective 10 December 2000.



b.  He was transferred to the Retired Reserve Section, Eligible for Reserve Retired Pay, under the provisions of Title 10, United States Code, Section 12731b, effective 11 December 2000.
