BLUE BLOCK DEPLOYMENT KITS

1.  ISSUE: Should JAS purchase additional deployment kits to support AEF training and operations?
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2.  BACKGROUND:  JAS designed the Blue BLOCK Deployment Kits to support contingency legal offices.  The Kits can also serve as an on-scene claims office or other temporary legal activity away from your installation.  JAS has received multiple requests from base legal offices who want their own kit.

Big Blue BLOCKs are currently staged at the following locations: 

-    Two kits each at 8th AF (Barksdale), 9th AF (Shaw), 

and 12th AF (Davis-Monthan); 

· Four kits each at PACAF (Hickam) and USAFE (Ramstein)

· Four kits at JAS (Maxwell)

Four smaller accident investigation kits (mini-BLOCKs) are available at JAS for deployment to crash sites or other remote locations.  In the case of an aircraft accident, you might deploy the smaller BLOCK to the crash site and deploy the larger BLOCK to support a near-scene claims office.
