FINDINGS:





1.  The applicant has exhausted or the Board has waived the requirement for exhaustion of all administrative remedies afforded by existing law or regulations.

2.  The applicant requests that his separation document (DD Form 214) dated 11 September 1996 be corrected to show his correct date of entry on active duty and the correct date of rank for his promotion to the pay grade of E-2..  





3.  The applicant states, in effect, that he entered active duty for training on 5 March 1996 and that he was promoted to the pay grade of E-2 on 29 February 1996.  However, his DD Form 214 shows that he entered active duty on 21 February 1996 and that he was promoted to the pay grade of E-2 on 8 March 1996.  In support of his application he submits copies of his orders which ordered him to active duty and the instrument which advanced him to the pay grade of  E-2.





4.  The applicant’s military records show that the applicant enlisted in the USAR on 31 January 1996.  While the available records do not show specifically when he attended basic training, his DD Form 214 reflects that he was ordered to active duty on 21 February 1996 and remained on active duty until he was honorably released from active duty for training on 11 September 1996 and returned to his USAR unit in Pennsylvania.  His DD Form 214 also shows that he was promoted to the pay grade of E-2 on 8 March 1996.





5.  The orders submitted by the applicant with his application indicate that he was promoted to the rank of E-2 by his USAR effective 29 February 1996 based on his participation in the Army Enlistment Referral Program and that he was initially ordered to initial active duty for training with a report date of 21 February 1996 (the date indicated on his DD Form 214).  However, those orders were amended on 7 February 1996 directing him to report to basic training at Fort Jackson, South Carolina on 5 March 1996.  His orders also contain a stamp format indicating that he reported to Fort Gordon, Georgia on 10 May 1996 for his advanced individual training.





CONCLUSIONS:





1.  The documents submitted by the applicant clearly show that he was promoted to the pay grade of E-2 on 29 February 1996 and that he reported for IADT on 5 March 1996.





2.  Inasmuch as there is no evidence in the applicant’s records to dispute the evidence submitted by the applicant, it must be presumed that the errors contained in his DD Form 214 were the result of administrative error.  Therefore, it would be in the interest of justice to correct his records at this time. 





3.  In view of the foregoing, the applicant’s records should be corrected as recommended below.





RECOMMENDATION:





That all of the Department of the Army records related to this case be corrected by showing that the applicant entered active duty on 5 March 1996 instead of 21 February 1996, that he was promoted to the pay grade of E-2 effective 29 February 1996 instead of 8 March 1996, and that his net active service was adjusted accordingly.
