RESUME OF CASE

On 16 February 1999, the Board considered and denied the applicant's 17 August 1998 application requesting he receive a Selective Reenlistment Bonus (SRB) for his reenlistment on 16 July 1997 or allow him to reenlist again upon receiving a 3-level.  A complete copy of the Record of Proceedings is attached at Exhibit F.

On 28 June 1999, applicant requested his application be reconsidered.  In support of his request, he submitted a statement from the Noncommissioned Officer-in-Charge (NCOIC), Personnel, dated 14 June 1999, and his case was reopened.  (Exhibit G)

THE BOARD CONCLUDES THAT:

Sufficient relevant evidence has been presented to demonstrate the existence of probable probable error or injustice.  After reviewing the statement by the NCOIC, Personnel, the majority of the Board is of the opinion that the applicant may have been miscounseled regarding the SRB.  The applicant indicates that his losing base told him he would be able to reenlist upon completion of his training at the Defense Language Institute and receive the SRB for 1N3XX at that time.  The NCOIC, Personnel states that this information was not correct, as retrainees are not awarded 1N3XX as a control Air Force Specialty Code (AFSC) until completion of follow-on training at Goodfellow AFB.  Although the Board has no way of knowing if the applicant would have made a different decision regarding his retraining if he had been properly counseled, the majority believes he made a decision based on inaccurate information.  In view of the foregoing, and in an effort to offset any possibility of an injustice, the majority of the Board recommends the record be corrected to the extent indicated below.

THE BOARD RECOMMENDS THAT:

The pertinent military records of the Department of the Air Force relating to APPLICANT, be corrected to show that he was honorably discharged on 24 November 1998, rather than 15 July 1997, and reenlisted in the Regular Air Force on 25 November 1998, rather than 16 July 1997, for a period of four (4) years, with entitlement to a Zone A, multiple 4.0, Selective Reenlistment Bonus.

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Applicant requests that he receive a Selective Reenlistment Bonus for his reenlistment on 16 July 1997 or allow him to reenlist again at that time.  Applicant's submission is at Exhibit A.

The appropriate Air Force office evaluated applicant's request and provided an advisory opinion to the Board recommending the application be denied (Exhibit C).  The advisory opinion was forwarded to the applicant for review and response (Exhibit D). Applicant’s response to the advisory opinion is at Exhibit E.

After careful consideration of applicant's request and the available evidence of record, we find insufficient evidence of error or injustice to warrant corrective action.  The facts and opinions stated in the advisory opinion appear to be based on the evidence of record and have not been adequately rebutted by applicant.  Absent persuasive evidence applicant was denied rights to which entitled, appropriate regulations were not followed, or appropriate standards were not applied, we find no basis to disturb the existing record.

Accordingly, applicant's request is denied.

The Board staff is directed to inform applicant of this decision.  Applicant should also be informed that this decision is final and will only be reconsidered upon the presentation of new relevant evidence which was not reasonably available at the time the application was filed.
