His Extended Active Duty (EAD) date be changed from 5 July 1998 to 1 July 1998.

APPLICANT CONTENDS THAT:

The reasons the applicant believes the records to be in error or unjust and the evidence submitted in support of the appeal are at Exhibit A.

STATEMENT OF FACTS:

The relevant facts pertaining to this application, extracted from the applicant's military records, are contained in the letter prepared by the appropriate office of the Air Force. Accordingly, there is no need to recite these facts in this Record of Proceedings.

_________________________________________________________________

AIR FORCE EVALUATION:

The Medical Service Officer Management Division, HQ AFPC/DPAMF2, reviewed this application and states that applicant completed an application for Appointment as Reserves of the Air Force or USAF Without Component, AF From 24, on 17 September 1997.  From 17 September 1997 through 1 July 1998, he completed the necessary documentation permitting his separation from the USA and accession to the USAF.  On 1 July 1998, the member executed an oath of office as a Captain, Medical Corps, in the Reserve of the Air Force.  Applicant’s recruiter then forwarded the Oath of Office to HQ Air Force Recruiting Service (AFRS) for further processing.  On 2 July 1998, HQ AFRS hand carried the accession package to HQ AFPC/DPAMP, Physician Utilization Branch, for further processing.  DPAMP coordinated applicant’s assignment for Hurlburt Field FL with a reporting date of 6 July 1998.  DPAMP then completed the Medical Extended Active Duty Assignment Worksheet, and hand carried the accession package to HQ AFPC/DPAMF2 for issuance of EAD orders.  HQ DPAMF2 conducted their actions and issued EAD Order AH-1317, 2 July 1998.  The orders directs applicant to report to Hurlburt Field, FL, “no earlier than 0600 hours and no later than 2400 hours on 6 July 1998.”  Thus, applicant began his EAD tour with the USAF on 6 July 1998.

Applicant entered the Air Force through the accession process.  The process normally takes up to two weeks for completion of coordination and processing.  Prior to entering active duty with the Air Force applicant was discharged from the Army and executed an oath of office in the Reserve of the Air Force.  Once the oath is complete the accession package goes from the field recruiter to HQ AFRS and HQ AFPC, before an individual enters active duty.  The soonest applicant could have been accessed was 3 July 1998, Saturday.  Since, most medical services close on the weekend individuals report Monday - Friday.  Normally, orders would direct applicant to report 5 July 1998 however, it was a holiday.  We published orders for the next duty day, reporting Tuesday, 6 July 1998 with one authorized travel day on Monday, 5 July 1998.

Had he applied and been selected to enter the USAF through an Interservice Transfer (AFI 36-2004) he would not have a break in active duty.  The Interservice Transfer process allows him to transfer from the Army (1 July 1998) to the Air Force (2 July 1998) without an interruption in active duty.  They also state that every year numerous individuals are accessed from other services to the USAF, through the accession process.  Since, the majority of these individuals experience a break in active duty due to coordination and processing times; they cannot substantiate that an error or injustice has occurred.  Changing applicant’s EAD to make him eligible for Temporary Living Entitlement (TLE) Dislocation Allowance, and 4 days of Special Pays would give him an advantage not offered to other officers in this situation.  Therefore, they recommend denial of applicant’s request.

THE BOARD CONCLUDES THAT:

1.
The applicant has exhausted all remedies provided by existing law or regulations.

2.
The application was timely filed.

3.
Sufficient relevant evidence has been presented to demonstrate the existence of probable error or injustice.  After reviewing the evidence of record, we are persuaded that the applicant was not properly informed as to the date that he would be entering extended active duty.  In this regard, we note that the applicant states he was counseled that his entrance on active duty would be 1 July 1998, so that he would have no break in service.  In view of the above, and in an effort to offset any possibility of an injustice, we recommend his records be corrected to the extend indicated below.
