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Applicant requests that his general discharge be upgraded to honorable.  Applicant's submission is at Exhibit A.

The appropriate Air Force office evaluated applicant's request and provided an advisory opinion to the Board recommending the application be denied (Exhibit C).  The advisory opinion was forwarded to the applicant for review and response (Exhibit D).  Applicant's response to the advisory opinion is at Exhibit E.

We note that the Air Force evaluation incorrectly stated that the reasons for the applicant’s discharge included an Article 15 for assault upon another airman, and counselings for being late to pick up passengers and driving a bus recklessly.  Nevertheless, after careful consideration of the circumstances of this case, we are not persuaded that the discharge action was in error or unjust.  The evidence of record supports the stated reasons for applicant’s discharge for unsatisfactory performance; i.e., numerous documented instances of less than desirable duty performance, an Article 15 for failure to go, and a civilian court conviction for DWI.  We found no evidence that responsible officials applied inappropriate standards in effecting the applicant’s separation, that pertinent regulations were violated or that applicant was not afforded all the rights to which entitled at the time of discharge.  Therefore, in the absence of evidence to the contrary, we find no compelling basis to disturb the existing record.

The Board staff is directed to inform applicant of this decision.  Applicant should also be informed that this decision is final and will only be reconsidered upon the presentation of new relevant evidence which was not available at the time the application was filed.
