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This is in referenceto yourapplicationfor correctionof your naval recordpursuantto the
provisionsof title 10 of the United StatesCode, section1552.

A three-memberpanelof the Board for Correctionof Naval Records,sitting in executive
session,consideredyourapplication on 8 July 1999. Your allegationsof error andinjustice
were reviewedin accordancewith administrativeregulationsand proceduresapplicableto the
proceedingsof this Board. Documentarymaterialconsideredby the Boardconsistedof your
application, togetherwith all materialsubmittedin supportthereof,yournaval recordand
applicablestatutes,regulationsand policies.

After carefuland conscientiousconsiderationof the entirerecord, the Boardfound that the
evidencesubmittedwasinsufficientto establishtheexistenceof probablematerialerror or
injustice.

TheBoard found that if yourpresentcontentionsconcerningthe circumstancesof your
dischargefrom theMarine Corpsin 1980 aretrue, you fraudulentlyprocuredyourdischarge
by feigning mentalillness. Accordingly, it wasunableto concludethat theresulting
diagnosisof a borderlinepersonalitydisorderis unjust. Your goodpost serviceconductand
accomplishmentsand otherfactorsenumeratedin yourapplicationwerenot considered
sufficient to warranttheremovalof theobjectionablediagnosisfrom your record. In view of
the foregoing,your applicationhasbeendenied. Thenamesandvotesof the membersof the
panelwill be furnisheduponrequest.

TheBoard notedthat yourDD Form 214 indicatesthat you were dischargedby reasonof
physicaldisability, when,in fact, the medicalboardwhich evaluatedyou on 30 July 1980
recommendedthat you be dischargedby reasonof unsuitabilitybasedon the personality
disorder,and therecommendationwasapprovedby the medicalboardconveningauthority.
If you want the Boardto correctthe basisfor yourdischargeto unsuitability, you should
submita newapplication.



It is regrettedthat the circumstancesof your casearesuchthat favorableaction cannotbe
taken. You areentitled to havethe Board reconsiderits decisionupon submissionof new
and materialevidenceor othermatternot previouslyconsideredby the Board. In this
regard,it is importantto keepin mind that a presumptionof regularityattachesto all official
records. Consequently,whenapplying for a correctionof an official naval record, the
burden is on the applicantto demonstratetheexistenceof probablematerialerror or
injustice.
