A three-memberpanelof the Board for Correctionof Naval Records,sitting in executive
session,consideredyour application on 20 October1999. Your allegationsof error and
injusticewerereviewedin accordancewith administrativeregulationsand procedures
applicableto theproceedingsof this Board. Documentarymaterialconsideredby theBoard
consistedof your application, togetherwith all material submittedin support thereof,your
naval recordand applicablestatutes,regulationsand policies. In addition, the Board
consideredthe advisoryopinion furnishedby the Navy PersonnelCommanddated
13 August 1999, a copy of which is attached.

After careful andconscientiousconsiderationof theentire record, the Board found that the
evidencesubmittedwas insufficient to establishtheexistenceof probablematerialerror or
injustice. In this connection,theBoard substantiallyconcurredwith thecommentscontained
in the advisoryopinion. Accordingly, yourapplicationhasbeendenied. Thenamesand
votesof the membersof the panelwill be furnishedupon request.

It is regrettedthat thecircumstancesof your casearesuchthat favorableaction cannotbe
taken. You areentitled to havethe Board reconsiderits decisionupon submissionof new and
materialevidenceor othermatter not previouslyconsideredby theBoard. In this regard,it is
importantto keepin mind that a presumptionof regularityattachesto all official records.



Consequently,whenapplying for a correctionof an official navalrecord, the burdenis on the

applicantto demonstratethe existenceof probablematerialerror or injustice.
