1. Pursuantto theprovisionsof reference(a), Subjecthereinafterreferredto as Petitioner,
filed enclosure(1) with this Board requesting,in effect, that theapplicablenaval record be
correctedto show whenPetitionerenlistedinto theUnited StatesNavy Reserveon
12 October1995 his Homeof Record(HOR) was shownas37 Kissy Blackhall Road,
Freetown,SierraLeone,WestAfrica.

2. The Board, consistingof Mses. Davies,LeBlanc, and Mr. Swarens,reviewed
Petitioner’sallegationsof errorand injusticeon 8 September1999 and,pursuantto its
regulations,determinedthat thecorrectiveaction indicatedbelow should be takenon the
availableevidenceof record. Documentarymaterialconsideredby the Board consistedof the
enclosures,naval records,andapplicablestatutes,regulationsandpolicies.

3. The Board,having reviewedall the factsof recordpertainingto Petitioner’sallegations
of error and injustice, finds as follows:

a. Beforeapplying to this Board, Petitionerexhaustedall administrativeremedies
availableunderexisting law and regulationswithin the Departmentof theNavy.

b. After reviewingthe correspondenceattachedas enclosure(2), theBoard concluded

that the requesthasmerit and warrantsfavorableaction.

CONCLUSION

Upon review and considerationof all the evidenceof record,and especiallyin light of the
contentsof enclosure(2) and the microficherecordwhich reflectsPetitionerhad minor
children living in WestAfrica on thedateof his enlistment,the Board concludedthat if the
recruiterhad advisedthe Petitionerof the differencein theHOR and residenceat time of
enlistmentthePetitionerwould haveenteredWestAfrica ashis HOR and finds the existence
of an injusticewarrantingthe following correctiveaction.
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RECOMMENDATION:

That Petitioner’snaval recordbecorrected,whereappropriate,to show that:

a. Block 3, DD Form 4/1, Enlistment/ReenlistmentDocumentof 12 October1995 into
theNavalReservereflectsPetitioner’sHOR as37 Kissy Blackhall Road,Freetown,Sierra
Leone,WestAfrica. Any entrieson theenlistmentdocumentswill show Petitioner’sHOR
as37 Kissy BlackhallRoad, Freetown,SierraLeone,WestAfrica.

b. That a copyof this Reportof Proceedingsbe filed in Petitioner’snaval record.

4. Pursuantto Section6(c) of therevisedProceduresof theBoard for Correctionof Naval
Records(32 Codeof FederalRegulations,Section723.6(c))it is certified that quorumwas
presentat theBoard’s review and deliberations,and that the foregoingis a true andcomplete
recordof theBoard’sproceedingsin the aboveentitled matter.

Pursuantto thedelegationof authority set out in Section 6(e) of the revisedProcedures
of the Board for Correctionof Naval Records(32 Codeof FederalRegulations,Section
723.6(e))and havingassuredcompliancewith its provisions, it is herebyannouncedthat the
foregoingcorrectiveaction, takenunder theauthority of reference(a), hasbeenapprovedby
theBoard on behalfof the Secretaryof the Navy.
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
