This is in referenceto yourapplicationfor correctionof yournaval recordpursuantto the
provisionsof title 10 of theUnited StatesCode, section1552.

A three-memberpanelof the Board for Correctionof Naval Records,sitting in executive
session,consideredyourapplicationon 23 September1999. Your allegationsof error and
injusticewere reviewedin accordancewith administrativeregulationsand procedures
applicableto theproceedingsof this Board. Documentarymaterialconsideredby theBoard
consistedof yourapplication, togetherwith all materialsubmittedin support thereof,your
naval recordand applicablestatutes,regulationsandpolicies.

After careful and conscientiousconsiderationof theentire record, theBoard foundthat the
evidencesubmittedwas insufficient to establishthe existenceof probablematerialerroror
injustice.

TheBoard notedthat you sustainedan injury to your right eye in 1957, and that theresiduals
thereofwerenotedin yourhealthrecordfrom time to time until you weredischargedby
reasonof hardshipon 10 February1967. You were foundphysically qualifiedfor discharge
on 7 February 1967, and thereis no indication in the availablerecordsthat youreye
condition renderedyou unfit to performthe dutiesof youroffice, grade,rateor rating at that
time. in the absenceof suchevidence,thereis no basis for correctingyour recordto show
that you wereseparatedor retired by reasonof physicaldisability vicehardship.
Accordingly, your applicationhasbeendenied. The namesand votesof the membersof the
panelwill be furnishedupon request.

It is regrettedthat thecircumstancesof yourcasearesuch that favorableaction cannotbe
taken. You areentitled to havethe Board reconsiderits decisionupon submissionof new
and materialevidenceor othermatternot previouslyconsideredby the Board. In this
regard,it is importantto keepin mind that a presumptionof regularity attachesto all official



records. Consequently,when applying for a correctionof anofficial naval record,the
burdenis on the applicantto demonstratethe existenceof probablematerialerror or
injustice.
