MEMORANDUM FOR DEPLOYED FISCAL LAW AND CONTINGENCY CONTRACTING COURSE ATTENDEES

SUBJECT:  Welcome and Information

1.  Congratulations on your selection to attend the FY03 Deployed Fiscal Law and Contingency Contracting Course (DFLCCC) at the Air Force Judge Advocate General (AFJAG) School from 13-15 November 2002.  All presentations will be held at the AFJAG School (Dickinson Law Center, Building 694) that is located at 150 Chennault Circle.   
2.  We are really excited about DFLCCC this year.  The course is designed to prepare contracting, finance, and legal personnel to handle various fiscal law and contingency contracting issues and situations that arise during deployments.  We also hope to foster a “team concept” among contracting, finance, and legal personnel as you work together in support of your deployed commanders.    

3.  We will make billeting arrangements and will do our best to get all students billeted on base. If you are billeted on base, check in with the billeting office in the "University Inn," Building 157 (the "high rise" next to the Officers’ Club) upon arrival.  As your quarters may be some distance from the billeting office, do not release any transportation until after you check in.  There is always a chance that you will be billeted off base.  We will post the name of the hotel on the DFLCCC website as soon as possible at http://afls14.jag.af.mil/dscgi/ds.py/View/Collection-235 if that is the case.  You can report directly to your hotel without going to the billeting office.    Please do not call billeting directly to make your own reservation as this may result in duplicate entries.  Reservations will begin on Tuesday, 12 November 2002.  If you are arriving before that date please call the course director so that alternate reservations can be made.  

4.  For those flying into Montgomery, government transportation may be available to take you directly from the airport to the billeting office or your hotel.  If transportation is not available, please call the transportation office at 953-5038 or use the courtesy phone located near the baggage carousel.  Commercial taxis are available at the airport.  Expect a taxi fare of approximately $15.00, which is a reimbursable expense on your travel voucher.  If authorized on your orders, rental cars may also be leased at the airport.  Some people may prefer to fly into Atlanta and rent a car if it turns out to be cheaper than flying into Montgomery.  Should you do that, please remember that Atlanta is one hour ahead of Montgomery.

5.  The course is scheduled to begin with opening remarks and administrative processing at 0800, Wednesday, 13 November 2002, in the AFJAG School.  The duty uniform for military members is the battle dress uniform (BDU) or equivalent for other branches of the military.  An icebreaker (location and cost to be determined) is scheduled for 13 November 2002 following the last class of 

the day.  An optional course social fee of $10.00 will cover the cost of the daily coffee/beverages and the spill-proof cup required to enjoy drinks outside the student lounge.  This fee will be collected during the registration.  Payment by personal check (made payable to JSSF) or cash is accepted.  For the course registration, please bring one copy of your orders. 

6.  The course is scheduled to end at 1600 on Friday, 15 November 2002.  If you are leaving by air out of Montgomery, do not schedule your departure flight until after 1730.  Early departures from the course are not permitted.  We recommend you make your return reservations as soon as possible.  If you are flying out of Atlanta, please remember that Atlanta is one hour ahead of Montgomery.
