SUBJECT: REANNOUNCEMENT OF ANG 101 COURSE , 6-8 FEB 2002

1. On behalf of Major General Robert I. Gruber, ANG Assistant to TJAG, USAF, I am pleased to invite all new Judge Advocates and Paralegals who have joined the Air National Guard since 1 January 1998 to attend our very first ANG JA-PARALEGAL 101 COURSE.  The Course will be held at the Gulfport CRTC, Mississippi, during 6-8 February 2002.  In addition, each student is invited to attend a special one-day ANG Judge Advocate-Inspector General Course which will be held at the Gulfport CRTC on Saturday, 9 February 2002.

2. The new introductory course has been developed by members of the  ANG JA Council and is designed for JA personnel new to the ANG.  It will cover in detail basic fundamentals required to successfully operate an ANG JA Office.  Using experienced ANG JAs and Paralegals as instructors, many “ANG unique” issues will be fully developed in a format which will assist the student in improving his or her support to their commanders and unit personnel.  While not designed to replace any Air Force mandated requirements, this Course will provide a useful supplement dealing with a multitude of ANG issues.  There are 80 student slots for this first Course.

4. Travel/Transportation Issues:  

· Please make your travel arrangements through your base TMO.  Travel days for the ANG 101 are 5 Feb and 9 Feb..  If you plan to stay for the IG Course, your return travel day will be 10 Feb.  

· There is no transportation between the CTRC and the Airport.  You must either rent a car or take a cab (approx $5.00).  

· The Gulfport CTRC is a remote location and without a rental vehicle it will be difficult to get around.

· An alternative to flying into Gulfport is to fly into New Orleans, LA or Mobile, AL, rent a car and drive the approx 1.5 hours to Gulfport.  This might be more cost effective than flying into Gulfport.  Check with your TMO.

5. Billeting Information:  

· Billeting arrangements will be made for you.  

· Accommodations will be on the Gulfport CRTC site with rates of $12.00 per single rate.  Should anyone have family accompanying him or her, there is a $6.00 added fee.  You must let us know if family members will be accompanying you.

· Due to ongoing renovations at the base, some rooms have an iron, hangers, and a hair dryer and others don’t.   Therefore it is recommended that you bring your own.  

· Towels and alarm clock radios will be provided.  Rooms have air conditioning, refrigerators, and telephones.

· Evening meals are up to the individual.  

· Meal cost for all three days is $50.00 (If you will attend the IG Course on Saturday, there is an additional $19.00 charge for breaks and lunch).
