The pertinent military records of the Department of the Air Force relating to APPLICANT, be corrected to show that on 10 August 2001, no Commercial Travel Office (CTO) was available and competent authority authorized him to self-procure round trip commercial airline tickets from Offutt AFB, NE, to Warner-Robbins AFB, GA, for transportation in conjunction with his TDY, and, he is entitled to reimbursement for the transportation cost as provided for in the Joint Federal Travel Regulation (JFTR), Volume I, Paragraph U3110C.
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
