The Recognition Programs Branch, Promotions, Eval & Recognition
Div., AFPC/DPPPRA, reviewed this application and states that
aﬁplicant has claimed several different units of assignment at
the National Security Agency (NSA), none of which appear on his
Officer Performance Reports. His unit of assignment PAS Code is
not listed nor is his unit of assignment (OL OR 6940 ESW, ESC) on
the message. The applicant is, therefore, not eligible to share
in NSA's award of the JMUA. Based on the evidence provided, they
recommend denial of applicant's request.

THE BOARD CONCLUDES THAT:

1. The applicant has exhausted all remedies provided by existing
law or regulations.

2. The application was timely filed.

3. Sufficient relevant evidence has been presented to
demonstrate the existence of probable error or injustice. Based
on the documentation provided, we believe the applicant was
assigned to the National Security Agency and should have been
awarded the JMUA. In view of the foregoing and in an effort to
remove any possibility of an iInjustice to the applicant, we
Ee?ommend that his record be corrected to the extent indicated
elow.

THE BOARD rECOMMENDS THAT:

The pertinent military records of the Department of the Air Force
relating to APPLICANT, be corrected to show that he was assigned
to the National Security Agency during the period 2 June 1989 to
1 June 1992, and that action be initiated to award him the Joint
Meritorious Unit Award iIn accordance with HQ AIA message, 0511182
Aug 97 (attached).
