THE BOARD CONCLUDES THAT:





1.	Sufficient relevant evidence has been presented to demonstrate the existence of probable error or injustice.  After reviewing the additional statement provided by the reviewer of the report in question, dated 17 Aug 98, we are persuaded that the omission of information pertaining to applicant’s work on restructuring for Air Combat Command and U.S. Atlantic Command (LANTCOM) was inadvertently omitted during the writing of the original OPR.  The reviewer states that the applicant’s work on restructuring for Air Combat Command and U.S. Atlantic Command eclipse all his other accomplishments and shows a far greater impact than indicated on the contested OPR.  In view of these statements, we recommend the information relating to applicant’s work on LANTCOM be added to the contested OPR.  Furthermore, we recommend he be given consideration for promotion to the grade of lieutenant colonel by Special Selection Board (SSB) for the Calendar Year 1993A (CY93A), CY94A, and CY96C Central Lieutenant Colonel Boards.





2.	We considered the reaccomplished report; however, while the applicant and his support state the revised report contains more accurate information describing the applicant’s duties, we note that the evaluators signed the original report indicating it was accurate when written and the proposed report does not resemble the original.  Therefore, we find no basis to recommend granting applicant’s request to replace the contested report with a reaccomplished report covering the same period.
