1. The following is provided in response to reference (a):

a. Recommend the Board deny request to enroll
in the Veterans Educational Ass'i (VEAP). Per
reference (b), VEAP was available to members who entered the
military for the first time between 1 January 1977 and
30 June 1985. It was closed to new enrollments on 30 June 1985,
but reopened for five months from 28 October 1986 to
31 March 1987. Members who did not enroll before these deadlines
lost their eligibility.

b. Reference (c) offered Montgomery GI Bill (MGIB) Program
enrollment to active duty members with money in a VEAP account on
9 October 1996 (date of enactment). Per reference (d), an
individual who was a VEAP participant on or before
