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 AFSC Reclassification and Training

AUTHORITY: AFMAN 36-2108, Enlisted Classification (30 Apr 01) and AFMAN 36-2105, Officer Classification (30 Apr 01); AFPD 36-21, Utilization and Classification of Air Force Military Personnel (1 Apr 98).

AFSC DEFINED 

The purpose of the military personnel classification system is to identify duties and tasks for every position needed to accomplish the Air Force mission and to identify qualifications and abilities of each Air Force and Air National Guard member in relation to position and skill requirements. An Air Force Specialty Code (AFSC) is used to identify each Air Force Specialty (AFS). An AFSC is a combination of numbers. AFMAN 36-2108 contains the airman classifications and AFMAN 36-2105 contains the officer classifications. 

Air Force policies and procedures pertaining to classifying Air Force personnel on active duty apply to Air National Guard personnel not in active military service, except as modified by the Chief, National Guard Bureau. Qualifications for award of AFSCs while not in active military service may be gained by inactive or active duty training, completing formal military courses, civilian experience, or civilian education. Training for ANG personnel must be conducted by using the same standards applicable to active force personnel insofar as possible. 

RECLASSIFICATION 

Commanders should not take punitive action against airmen solely because of their failure to remain qualified in an AFSC. Commanders may consider downgrading an individual's AFSC under certain conditions such as lack of recent performance, a reduction in grade, substandard performance, or failure to maintain mandatory qualification standards other than physical or medical incapacity. 

Members who are removed from AFSCs or whose AFSCs are modified need to be temporarily classified with a Reporting Identifier number.
