He was credited with nineteen (19) additional nonpaid inactive duty training points during the retirement/retention year 11 August 1972 through 10 August 1973, resulting in 50 total points; and that the period 11 August 1972 through 10 August 1973 is a year of satisfactory Federal service for retirement.
