APPLICANT REQUESTS THAT:

The Education/Training Report, AF Form 475, rendered for the period 26 Aug 88 through 26 Jan 89, and the Supplemental Evaluation Sheet (SES), AF Form 77, dated 22 Jun 89, be declared void and removed from his records; and, he be given Special Selection Board (SSB) consideration for promotion to the grade of colonel by the Calendar Year 2002B (CY02B) Below-the-Promotion Zone (BPZ) Colonel Central Selection Board.

STATEMENT OF FACTS:

On 22 Feb 94, the applicant submitted an application to the Board requesting the Education/Training Report, AF Form 475, rendered for the period 26 Aug 88 through 26 Jan 89, and the SES, AF Form 77, dated 22 Jun 89, be declared void and removed from his records.  On 10 Jan 95, the Board considered and denied the applicant’s request on the basis of timeliness.  A complete copy of the Record of Proceedings (ROP) is at Exhibit G (with Exhibits A through D).

On 14 Oct 03, the applicant submitted a request for reconsideration.  On 3 May 04, the Board again denied the applicant’s appeal on the basis of timeliness.  A complete copy of the Addendum to Record of Proceedings is at Exhibit H (with Exhibit F).

By application, dated 18 Jun 04, the applicant again requests reconsideration of his appeal.  He contends the referral training report was unjust and has not been consistent with the rest of his duty performance throughout his Air Force career.

In support of his appeal, the applicant provided a personal statement, and supportive statements from the Vice Commander, Air Force Space Command, and the senior evaluator of the contested referral training report.

THE BOARD CONCLUDES THAT:

Sufficient relevant evidence has been presented to demonstrate the existence of error or injustice.  After a thorough review of the evidence presented, the majority of the Board is sufficiently persuaded that corrective action is warranted in this case.  The majority took particular note of the statements from the Vice Commander, Air Force Space Command, and the senior evaluator of the contested referral training report who support the applicant’s request for removal of the training report because it was unjust and has negatively impacted the applicant’s career opportunities.  In view of the foregoing, and having no basis to question the integrity of these senior Air Force officials, the majority of the Board recommends the contested training report be voided and removed from the applicant’s records.  The majority further recommends he be provided SSB consideration with his corrected records.

THE BOARD RECOMMENDS THAT:

The pertinent military records of the Department of the Air Force relating to APPLICANT, be corrected to show the Education/Training Report, AF Form 475, rendered for the period 26 Aug 88 through 26 Jan 89, the Supplemental Evaluation Sheet (SES), AF Form 77, dated 22 Jun 89, and any and all documents and references pertaining thereto, be declared void and removed from his records.

It is further recommended he be considered for promotion to the grade of colonel by a Special Selection Board for the Calendar Year 2002B (CY02B) Below-The-Promotion Zone (BPZ) Colonel Central Selection Board and for any subsequent boards for which the above referenced Education/Training Report closing 26 Jan 89, the Supplemental Evaluation Sheet, dated 22 Jun 89, and any and all documents and references pertaining thereto, were a matter of record.
